Address by Will Cassidy

Newstead College was delighted to have esteemed alumnus Will Cassidy
as our guest speaker for our 2024 Awards Evening. Here is an excerpt
from his inspiring introductory speech.

When | left Newstead College, | had a plan. | would undertake a Bachelor of
Computing at the University of Tasmania and then become the local equivalent to Bill
Gates.

A year and a half into the degree, following a unit which required me to learn yet
another programming language, it dawned on me that | would never be a computer
programmer;instead of code, | wanted to work with people. So, | made the change
to Information Systems — a degree which focused on people as the most important
part of a system.

Upon graduating, | was offered the Operations Manager position at Birchalls. | got to
work with and lead staff from all around the state, | interacted with customers from
all walks of life with varying interests, and liaised with a number of schools, including my alma mater, Newstead College.

Unfortunately, in 2017, the decision was made for Birchalls to close and that was an incredibly tough time, as not only did | have to
farewell my staff, who had become like family, but | had to supervise the sale of the family home.

After Birchalls, and a brief stint in hospitality management, | began my time with the Launceston Chamber of Commerce, first
as the Office & Membership Manager, but after two and a half years, in challenging circumstances, | took on the Acting Executive
Officer role, before being appointed to the role on a permanent basis in 2022.

| wanted to tell you about my roles at Birchalls and the Launceston Chamber of Commerce because if it hadn’t been for an
interest that was sparked during my time here at Newstead College, | would never have been able to perform either role.

Studying units in drama and theatre increased my confidence, but it was my passion for public speaking, a passion that was sparked
right here, that has benefited me in so many ways.

During my time at Birchalls, in 2008, | was encouraged to pursue public speaking, when the company’s Managing Director invited
me as a guest to his Rostrum club, a club devoted to improving participants’ skills and experience in addressing an audience. Later
that year; | became a member of the club and have been ever since.

| remember on Birchalls’ last day of trade, February 25,2017, people gathered in the Mall to watch the doors close for the

final time.When it came time for those doors to close, my staff and even the Managing Director of the company were too
overwhelmed with emotion to say anything to the assembled group. So, | drew on my training and stepped forward, thanking them
for the loyal patronage over the years and wishing them the best for the future.

When the time came for me to lead the Launceston Chamber of Commerce, again my public speaking experience was essential.
Not only was | now required to speak to journalists from the newspaper, radio and television, sometimes at only a moment’s
notice, but | had to host events where the keynote speaker might be the Mayor, Members of Parliament, a Senator, or on multiple
occasions, the Premier of Tasmania.

Becoming a member of Rostrum has given me many other opportunities, but one | value highly is the work I've done with the
Rostrum Voice of Youth, a public speaking competition for | | to 17 year olds. Each year, | judge and give feedback to inspiring
young people who have chosen to pursue a skill that has provided me with so many benefits and opportunities over the years.

To those students who are graduating tonight, | offer these words of advice.

As you step out of these doors tonight, you're about to embark on the next phase or chapter of your life. It’s going to be exciting
and new, but please be prepared for the plot twists and challenges you may encounter along the way.

Hold on to what you’ve learnt here at Newstead College.Your education has prepared you well for the journey ahead.
And never stop learning. Whether your next chapter is a university degree, vocational education and training, an apprenticeship or
employment, try to find time to add on additional skills that might benefit you in the future, like | did with public speaking.

I'd like to leave you this evening with the words of another William, William Butler Yeats, an Irish poet, dramatist and writer. He is
credited with saying, ‘Education is not the filling of a pail, but the lighting of a fire. | hope your fire continues to burn brightly now
and in the future.

Newstead College is pleased to offer a range of Language courses in 2025 through a unique pilot program launched in
partnership with the University of Tasmania (UTAS). Japanese, Chinese, German and Latin are offered as introductory
university courses which can be counted towards students’ TCE and, in some cases, credited into a university degree.

The program’s very first cohort will learn together as one class, headed by Teacher Gemma Burns, breaking out into
smaller course-specific groups for concentrated learning. UTAS Interim Head of Humanities Jonathon Wallace was
excited to meet the students on a recent visit to the College.

“It’s a really exciting opportunity,” Dr Wallace said.“The great thing about learning a language is being able to share it
with other people. So it’s a real treasure to be able to have such a big group learning languages together.

“It doesn’t matter if you're learning different languages — all languages are about communication. In one big class, you
can share and swap ideas.”

During the year, students will gain a basic ability to speak in their chosen language.They will also learn about the culture
that the language represents.

“Many students said they’re learning a
language because they have an interest in
Japanese culture, for instance, or they’re
going to Germany, or they have family who
come from that culture,” Dr Wallace said.
“Learning a language gives them better
access to all those things.”

Newstead College appreciates the support
of UTAS in making language studies
available in an enjoyable and enriching
format.

“It’s a new initiative and so I'm so proud
of these young people for putting their
hands up to be part of it,” Dr Wallace said.
“Hopefully it will be a great success and
we have the opportunity to do it for more
students in the future.”

Every lesson a student misses impacts their learning and their chance of gaining a Satisfactory Achievement award in their
subjects and attaining the Tasmanian Certificate of Education (TCE).

Newstead College is an adult learning environment and in preparing students for work, where they need to explain
absences generally with a medical certificate, we emphasise that students have valid explanations for their absences.We
value parents’ and carers’ assistance in helping students to maintain a 100% attendance record and explain any absences.
